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Resolution of The People of The Civics & Government Institute 
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	Expressing the sense of the people of the Civics and Government Institute regarding the British policy from 1763-1776. The British policy was not designed to establish an ‘absolute tyranny’ over the colonies nor was it a ‘history of repeated injuries and usurpations’. The British made many compromises and acts to improve and aid the colonists’ in America and their living conditions, yet the Americans showed no gratitude to the British.
Whereas British General Cornwallis led and fought in many battles including those at Brandywine and Long Island, which led him to the surrender at Yorktown to the colonists and the end of the disastrous American Revolution, which was everyone’s intention;
Whereas the Americans underappreciated the many British-imposed acts trying to improve the colonies; The Sugar Act helped the colonists by reducing the rate of tax on molasses, The Stamp Act increased taxes on paper goods to help the Americans pay off their debts from the Seven Years War and protect their frontier near the Appalachians from the Indians, and The Townshend Act eventually abolished all tax except for tea tax, and led the Americans to a positive outcome, “No taxation without representation”;

Whereas disrespectful colonists dressed up at Indians one afternoon and trespassed onto a British boat and violated all rules and boundaries to dump about 40 tons of tea into the Harbor after the aid we tried to give to the Americans;
Resolved by the People of the Civics & Government Institute, 

1. The American colonists respect and show appreciation for the many efforts that the British put in to improving the colonies.

2. A committee be formed that gives the opportunity for intercolonial communication and correspondence.
3. The Declaratory Act of 1766 be revisited so it keeps the American colonists in order and control their behavior.
