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Resolution of The People of The Civics & Government Institute 
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	Expressing the sense of the people of the Civics and Government Institute regarding the actions of the British from 1763-1776.
Whereas the British government considered the colonies only in order to benefit England, and did not consider the well being of those who lived in the colonies in its policy;

Whereas the British viewed the Colonists as subordinate, and treated them as such;
Whereas the British did not grant the colonies the rights established in the Magna Carta applying to all peoples within the British empire, including the right to a jury of one’s peers by establishing admiralty courts in which British people would try colonials for offenses, and taking away the right to be “innocent until proven guilty;”
Whereas the British financially weakened those living in the colonies by promoting English monopoly of goods (which raised prices) through the Navigation laws which restricted commerce to and from the colonies to English vessels, prohibited the colonies from printing paper money, forcing the Americans to pay taxes on goods, forcing already economically strained colonials to provide food an quarters for British troops, and closing the Boston Harbor, causing a lack of food and supplies;

Whereas the British taxed the colonists extensively, but did not allow them any say into where the revenue was going, which was especially tyrannical considering that the revenue from taxes on tea, class, white lead, paper, and paint was used to pay the salaries of royal governors and judges: the agents of the rejection of Colonial rights;
Whereas the British prohibited colonial expansion west of the Appalachians even though many colonists had fought and died to achieve this land for England, and many were already living in this area;
Resolved by the People of the Civics & Government Institute, 

1. The American Colonists were justified in their move towards independence from England due to England’s tyrannical policy towards the colonies in the years leading up to the Revolution.
