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Resolution of The People of The Civics & Government Institute 
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	Expressing the sense of the people of the Civics and Government Institute regarding the issue of British “tyranny” in the American Colonies 
Whereas the French and Indian War, fought for the colonists benefit, created a national debt that was necessary to be paid and was paid by all British subjects, not just the colonists; 

Whereas after the French and Indian War, troop installments in the colonies called for more money from the British and without the colonists paying taxes it would have greatly increased the already high, national debt;
Whereas the colonists were subjected to pay taxes endured by all British subjects, such as the stamp tax which was also enforced in Britain with double the monetary value than the tax on the colonies;

Whereas all acts were created to assist the British while also assisting the colonists, such as the quartering act which provided the colonists with protection;

Whereas all American colonists are British subjects and their ideas and preferences are taken into consideration because they are respected members of the British empire;

Resolved by the People of the Civics & Government Institute,
