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Resolution of The People of The Civics & Government Institute 
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	Expressing the sense of the people of the Civics and Government Institute regarding the waste of resources and people during the War of 1812 between the United States and Great Britain. 
Whereas the British blockaded US ports and impressed seamen from America in order to impede upon American trade with France.
Whereas on June 18, 1812, the US declared war on Great Britain.
Whereas just two days prior to the declaration of war, on June 16, 1812, Great Britain suspended attacks on US ships, essential information that the US was not aware of.
Whereas the US risked a great deal by going into war with the world’s most powerful army (at the time) again.
Whereas during the three pronged attack by the British, the Capital, Washington DC was burned down and vital pieces of history were lost.
Whereas the Battle of New Orleans occurred on January 8, 1815, fifteen days after the Treaty of Ghent was signed, officially ending the war.

Whereas American casualties for the War of 1812 included 2,260 soldiers killed, and 4,505 wounded.
Whereas The treaty of Ghent restored territories to prewar status.
Resolved by the People of the Civics & Government Institute, 

1. Americans should have been more patient while waiting for British compliance.
2. Americans should have repressed the urge to start a war with Britain for land acquisition.
