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Resolution of The People of The Civics & Government Institute 
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	Expressing the sense of the people of the Civics and Government Institute regarding the significance of The War of 1812.

Whereas After the United States declared their independence and defeated The British they continued impressing United States Ships in attempt to convince them to fight for the crown as to which they were no longer ruled by.

Whereas This forced the United States into passing several embargo acts, limiting trade, and creating a long and catastrophic recession.  
Whereas The British were responsible for the economic hardships of The United States in the early nineteenth century, and their attempts to coerce United States citizens into fighting for the crown was an attempt at taking away the rights of independence the citizens of the United States had earned. 
Whereas This means the British were again trying to take away independence from the people of The United States and they had two choices: go to war with Britain and defend their independence or sit back and suffer at the hands of a poor economy without their rights due to Britain’s actions. 
Whereas Some may argue that The War of 1812 was a waste of money, however at the conclusion of the war American ships were no longer being impressed meaning that sailors rights were no longer being repressed and embargos could be lifted therefore the economy war restored along with American rights. 

Whereas The War of 1812 created a sense of national pride, binding The United States together as a closer and stronger nation. Additionally it led to the death of the Federalist party leading to The Era of Good Feeling.
Resolved by the People of the Civics & Government Institute, 

1. We believe The War of 1812 was a worthwhile war in which The United States fought and won their independence for a second time.  

2. We urge that The War of 1812’s name be changed to “The Second War of Independence” and that December 23 should be declared Independence Eve as a national holiday to remember the war.
