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Resolution of The People of The Civics & Government Institute 
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	Expressing the sense of the people of the Civics and Government Institute regarding the issue of the War of 1812 being senseless.

Whereas – Although some may argue that the Treaty of Ghent ended the war in a situation that was identical to status quo antebellum, the end of the War of 1812 accomplished much: A self-sufficient US economy, and American pride. The United States showed the English and the world that they could beat them a second time (the first being the revolution), and that we were a country to be reckoned with. 
Whereas – If Britain had followed through with their three pronged attack (invade from Canada, attack DC and New Orleans) the United States would have been taken over and put into the same position as pre-Revolutionary War, our defense against this three pronged attack was not a waste of people and resources because we were defending our country and capital.

Whereas –England was arming the Native Americans with guns to fight the United States and to weaken them. This gave the impression that the English were still trying to oppress and hurt the US by holding them back from their true potential, a good reason to start conflict.

Whereas – The end of the war meant the death of the Federalist Party. With them dead and gone, the Era of Good Feelings sprouted, a period in the United States where everyone was the same party, where everyone was supposed to be unified.

Whereas – The United States wanted to expand over Canada, which was owned by Britain, it was not a waste of people because if taken over, Canada would provide new resources, and give easy land (since the West was occupied by many Natives).

Resolved by the People of the Civics & Government Institute, 

1. The War of 1812 was a second war for independence, not a senseless waste of resources and people.
