Overview

Our class is designed to provide you with the analytical skills, factual knowledge
and writing abilities necessary to deal effectively with the people, issues,
movements and events in the United States' past. Specifically, CGI Economic &
Political History cover the periods in United States history from the Colonial Era
to the turn of the 21% Century and current policy. The focus is on American
economic and political events and the impact they had on shaping our nation.

Evaluation
